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Our Eco Paper Recycling Process:

Raw and untreated cardboard is pulled from
waste destined for landfill and diverted into
the recycling stream. This is known as
diverted from landfill.

Products are now ready to
embark on a journey to
customers for ideal use in
washrooms and kitchens.

Bales of this collected
cardboard are delivered to
the paper mill.
Products are transported hy
by rail or sea to reduce
environmental impact. 5l

The bales are then
transported to
workshops for further
processing.

Products are packaged in
100% recycled cardboard
and transported by
conveyor to be palletised.
Pallet configurations are
optimised to minimise the
amount of transport and
packaging required for a
given amount of paper, thus \

reducing emissions. s The recycled paper bales are

lifted into the pulper where the
material is mixed with water and
gradually cleaned in several
steps until the processed
materials reach the paper
machine.

From the mother reels various
Jangro product types are then < 16
manufactured such as hand towels, L
centrefeed rolls, mini jumbo rolls and
jumbo rolls.

Fibres are made into paper and wound onto rolls (mother reels),entirely
avoiding the bleaching process. No artificial colours are used in the
